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SYNOPSIS
The concept of Empathy is explored via an examination of the psychotherapeutic relationship begining with Freud's model of the role of the Unconcious in the counter transference, continuing through Klein's notion of Projective Identification, Bowlby's Attachment theory to it's central position in Self Psychology and Fonaghy's work on Refective Self Function. 
 

The proposition that Empathic Attunement may be the common element explaining the shared efficacy of the different schools of Psychotherapy is debated in this seminar.
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
